Rehearsals and Attendance

Rehearsals are held on Sunday evenings from 7-8:30 p.m. in the Smith Building of St. John’s Lutheran Church located at 8808 Harford Road, Baltimore, MD  21234 in Parkville.  Please arrive by 6:45 p.m. to allow enough time to set up and tune.  We usually begin rehearsal with a short warm up exercise prior to the downbeat at 7:00 p.m.

Regular attendance at rehearsals by all members is expected.  Music should be practiced individually at home so that each musician is prepared for rehearsal.  Irregular rehearsal attendance or unprepared music may result in a member being asked to not participate in a concert. 

If you will be missing a rehearsal, please notify your section leader immediately.

The choir uses the Doodle poll system to maintain rehearsal dates and attendance, and concert dates and attendance.  If you have not received an email invite from Doodle, please let one of the Board members know so that you will receive one,  log in and advise the choir on your availability.

Financial Resources
